2.2.​ Assignments

be considered late. Assignments will be graded by points to be tallied together at the end of the quarter/ semester.  
​ Classwork points will be between 10-20pts, Quizzes 20-30pts, Projects 20-100, Test 100 pts 
LATE ASSIGNMENTS will be scored for 50% credit (excluding absences) 
NO WORK WILL BE TAKEN AFTER 2 WEEKS LATE!!!! 
 

2.3. Making up work 
If you are absent from class, you will be responsible for making up the work you missed.  Upon your return to my class, 

you will have three days to make up any work (including tests, quizzes and labs) that you missed.  If the work is not 
turned in on the third day, it will be considered a zero.
