In the 3rd Grade Classroom 

The 3rd grade classroom will work with 
students and their families to support 
students’ success in reading and math.  Some 
of our key connections with families will be: 

READING:  provide sample questions for each 
level M-P. 

Provide reading log with rubric to help 
provide more details.   

MATH:  Provide parents with a multiplication 
math  log. 

Offer parents a link to  Investigative videos 
(blurb of how to teach). 

Provide parents with a list of online games. 

Each nine weeks, provide parent friendly 
sheet with examples/definitions for major 
works of the grade.    

Junaluska Students 

Junaluska Elementary School students joined 
staff, family members, and parents to 
develop ideas about how they can succeed in 
school and reach for the stars in math and 
reading.  Students thought of the following 
ideas to make connections between learning 
at home and school:   

READING:  Practice written comprehension 
within guided reading groups. 

Use model and rubric in class. 

Participate in creating and refer to anchor 
charts in class.     

MATH:  Keep a multiplication log and practice 
4-5 times a week.
